PALATE & AROMA
This Sauvignon Blanc is pale yellow in color, highlighted 
by aromas of honeysuckle, lime, and lemon zest. These 
aromas are complemented on the palate by the bright 
flavors of lemony starfruit, golden melon, lime and a 
touch of lemongrass. Layers of citrus flavors 
gracefully build upon one another, delivering a 
refreshing finish.
